ADOLESCENTES

TRANSITION HOME – We cannot look after teenagers properly inside the Refugio. Their needs are different now, completely different from the ones of the other children. 

It is really important the new (upcoming) director and the new director will definitely need to face the challenge and decide which is the BEST solution and option for her and the other teenagers.

MARILU - Not able to support herself.

ANGELA – She irresponsibly lost her scholarship. Lack of interest in putting effort on her duties. She is now attending a secretary course but R.I.S.E. is not the right place for her anymore. 

ARACELY - She is brilliant at school and join all the activities she can. She’s now attending English lessons in the afternoon.
MARISOL - When school finishes she goes to Maestra Luz’s home and she does homework there together with Sharon. She attends English lessons, too.
CARLOS  - I am closely monitoring him. I often go to his school to know how things are with him. He keeps being a great classmate, student, soccer player and now even basketball player! Quieter and independent.
SCHOOLS – 40 children in 9 different schools around PV

COLEGIO  PARTICULAR  INGLES ANGEL VALENTIN,  VERONICA, SELENE and also FATIMA (the older girl of the 7 siblings. Both Foundation and Colegio Ingles itself are paying her scholarship)

The Colegio Ingles support is amazing! 

COLEGIO PARTICULAR  VAN GOGH  ALEJANDRO – We could get a full scholarship for him and it’s really appropriate for him. Dianne paid for the uniform and materials. I am paying at the moment just for his breakfast and lunch.

COLEGIO PARTICULAR  SOR JUANA  CHELY Y CARLOS – Both excelent students, as already said.
COLEGIO NIÑOS HEROES  MARILU – Still attending school responsibily. I got money from Beces Vallarta to pay till the end of the school year.

ESCUELA PUBLICA PRIMARIA ​​​​​​Salvador Hermoso Najera Our 22 students are helped and supported. Thanks to the fact WE ARE PAYING 3,000 pesos monthly to the 2° year teacher in order to have the director being able to support all the children from his position.

ESCUELA PUBLICA DE PREESCOLAR Revolución  Our  11 students are really happy there. They do homework and different activities with Linda and volunteers on weekdays and with Elena on weekends. They are studying English at the moment with a volunteer, too.
ESCUELA PUBLICA Agustin Flores Contreras MONTSE Y PAMELA  attend school in the morning and are good students and they attend English lessons in the afternoon.
PROYECTO PITILLAL MARICRUZ attends enthusiastically there on weekdays. She complains on weekends because she does not go to school.
ESCUELA PUBLICA SECUNDARIA E.T.I. MARISOL thanks to Maestra Luz and her husband’s help is doing great.
SR JUAN  drives around the city to pick up children, donations etc etc. He works 7am – 7pm. We need to RAISE HIS SALARY a bit!!!

We need a SPECIAL DONATION for PETROL: around 10,000pesos/pm

HEALTH 
KEVIN – He needs a squint surgery on both eyes. Doctor Mónica Gómez has been checking him. We will plan his surgery at the end of the month. We need help to cover the hospital  expenses, about 1,000US$

NEW BABY and her sister FE – Both have clear health problems. A pediatrician saw them and it seems they both need physical rehabilitation, especially Fe.

JOEL Y DAVID – Both needs to be checked by an orthopedic and use SPECIAL ORTOPHEDIC SHOES, really expensive!!

IMPORTANT!!!

Children need a PSYCHOLOGIST! and eventually staff need to be trained to work with children with their type of background (sexually abused, abandoned, neglected, undernourishment)

We need a SPECIAL DONATION to be able to pay that: a constant help from now on

IMPORTANT!!!

The Foundation is actually depositing money into the R.I.S.E. bank account in order to help in paying the salary. This is a wonderful monetary support but it costs about 15,000 pesos monthly!!!

Personally it worries me because we are wasting money we could use for something else.

I would love to see if there is the possibility to open a bank account with ACTINVER (before known as LLOYDS).

This new bank account can be opened under the name of Chris Amo, Connie or Amy (as it has been with the Banamex bank account). It could be a JOINT ACCOUNT for when you will not be in PV.

The aim is to pay the staff straight from that bank account  avoiding 15,000pesos monthly in taxes useable for other projects or needs.
